Youth and Independent Living Programs - serving 14-22 year olds
Independence Associates - includes PreETS and TAP
PreETS - job exploration, counseling, mentoring, pre-employment transition service.  Groups or 1-1.  Usually 1 hour/week.  
TAP - Transition to Adulthood Program.  They can help find housing, studying for drivers permit, budgeting, cooking, socialization.  All offered in groups or 1-1.
SOCIAL and GAMES Groups - all available on Zoom.  Open to people of all ages.

Their Accessible Library Services serve 25,000 people in MA; 98% through the mail
Books are available in a digital/audio format (cartridge).  One book per cartridge; no need to “turn it over” in the machine.  
This is available to people of all disabilities, not just visually impaired.  (Parkinsons, migraines, etc.)
The player and books are free to loan but one must fill out application on-line.
They have over 250,000 audio books - all ages, all genres, plus magazines
They also have large print and Braille books and audio described DVDs (a voice describes the action of the movie during pauses in dialogue)
BARD - Braille and Reading Download.  Use their device to download other books.  BARD mobile.  
BookShare - electronic Braille Books.  Over 950,000 books in all categories.  
Newsline - computerized access to daily newspapers around the globe.  Includes grocery store flyers that are read aloud.  Available as an app for your smart phone.  
Perkins also has their own recording studio.
CCTV video magnifier is available on loan.
Brailler loan program as well as Brailler repair program
Books are available in other languages.
They have a summer reading program for children.
New program - Telefun Zoom Room - connecting users for book talks, discussions (?)
They have a Zoom Yoga class (very descriptive)
Bingo twice/month uses Braille and large print boards
